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olks say The Beaufort Inn is “where history is 
made” — and they mean it.

Surrounded by lush gardens and oak trees dripping 
with Spanish moss, accommodations include historic Inn 
rooms, luxurious garden cottages and suites, and large 
lofts and townhomes.
